6.  Format Highlights


    1 – Host club to check boats, livewell with ribbon on trolling motor


    2 – 1 partner from each team to register


    3 – Registration closed 15 minutes prior to blast off


    4 – $70 entry fee


    5 – Random Draw


    6 – Register team name and two fisherman names


    7 – Will be given a card with start number and a plastic bag to put it in to be kept   

                         by team up to weigh in


    8 – Blast off by number given and weigh in by same number

    9 – Official Blast off boat will have a megaphone and official time


    10 – Boats will idle past official boat to check for kill switch requirement & must show         number  drawn. 


    11 – Official boat out at check in time

    12 - Scales open only at end of tournament


    13 – Teams must have own weigh bags


    14 – Teams will be called up to weigh in reverse order of launch


    15 – If teams come to scales before called they will be sent back


    16 – Host club will weigh first

Terry Penley made a motion:  to suspend for this year free entry fee and motel rooms, as done prior years, for tournament officials.

Motion approved by unanimous vote.

Neil discussed tournament rules:


1.  Short fish equals loss of fish plus 1 lb. penalty.


2.  Dead fish penalty is against total weight only (not against dead Big Fish Weight)
